TRANSLATION

Mideast Maneuvers
Began Months Farlier
in DLI Classrooms

The call to prayer came early for the residents of the sleepy Egyptian
community.

According to Staff Sergeant James Abell of Company A of the Defense
Lanquage Institute, Foreign Lanquage Center, at the Presidio of Monterey,
"1t was just like stepping into the pages of National Geographic. We land-
ed at the airfield at 4 a.m., and the call to prayer began at 4:30. 1t was

just like in the movies."”

Abell was in the Middle East for Operation Bright Star 81. This exercise
was conducted by more than 5000 Americans along with elements of the Armed
Forces of Egypt, the sudan and Oman.

But the work for RAbell and other linguists started long before they saw
the first sunrise over the Pyramids. The preparation for Bright Star began
in classrooms at DLI.

Most Arabic language graduates from the language school do not normally
get assigned to stations in a country where they have an opportunity to use
their language on a daily basis.

Army graduates are often posted to units that are a part of the Joint
Services Rapid Deployment Force. The mission of this force is to respond
swiftly to "contingencies threatening U.S. vital interests."”
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When RDF units were selected to take part in Operation Bright Star, their
Arabic linguists also participated. Even though they had already left the
classrooms of DLI, they had not been neglecting their language training.

One former student, Sergeant Jerry D. Hampton, now a member of the 265th
Army Security Agency Company at Fort Campbell, KY, left DLI in March of
1979.

Language Maintenance

Hampton relates, "After arrival at your unit, you continue to use the
language tapes and books. We have two days a week devoted to language
maintenance training."

Staff Sergeant Rick Werthen and his wife, Specialist 5 Tina Werthen, both
graduated from DLI in March 1980. Tina Werthen was able to continue her
language studies at the John F. Kennedy Special Warfare Center at Fort
. Bragg, NC. She was also able to serve as an Arabic instructor to cadets at
the U.S. Military Academy at West Point. '

Two students now back at DLI for the intermediate course, Abell and Ser-
geant Joe Clayton, agreed that the language maintenance programs offered by
their units worked. :

"Every Friday morning we studied Arabic dialects,"™ Abell said, "as well
as using the tapes and books from DLI."

As the units prepared to deploy overseas, the linquists found themselves
preparing charts and briefings on American weapon systems in the Arabic
language. They also taught Arabic phrases and gave classes on the customs
and culture of Egypt.

When the linguists arrived in Egypt, one of the first impressions was of
the sea of sand that is the Egyptian desert. Rick Werthen commented that
"There was a sandstorm the day I got there."

Sand Everywhere

Clayton remembers the sand very well. "Sand got into everything; what
you wore, what you ate, everywhere. If you opened a can of C-ration peaches,
sand would be inside the can before you finighed."

"We left the tent flap open once," Tina Werthen recalled. "Sand covered
everything."

Living with the Egyptian soldiers was a learning experience for the DLI
grads. Rick Werthen remembers his time with the Egyptian Army: "I lost .20
pounds with them that I really didn't need to lose."

According to Werthen, breakfast was served at 5 a.m. and consisted of
very sweet, hot tea and a cup of either onion or bean soup. Lunch was rice,
vegetables and cold fish. "Dinner," Werthen said,"was some sgtuff they
called meat, but we weren't really sure."
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"c-rations,"” Abell said, "were great attractions for the Egyptians."”

Of course, the Americans tried the foods that were sold by the local
vendors. One of the most popular items was ta'miyyah, a mixture of
different types of fried beans combined with spices that can be eaten in

small patties or balls. Abell said the ta'miyyah "was very good if you got
some without sand."

Describing how it was served, Abell said, "the vendor had an air force
manual for a C-141 transport. He would rip a page out of the manual and
form a cone with the page, then fill the cone with ta‘'miyyah.”

Being assigned to Bright Star forces was something that Tina Werthen
wanted very much. "I had to beg to go," she said.

Egyptians Curious

"The Egyptian soldiers that I met were very curious about women in the
army," she recalled. "They wanted to know if I could shoot a weapon and if
I knew the normal skills that a soldier would know.

"They were surprised by the women in our army and would laugh when they
saw us. My speaking Arabic was an important factor in their accepting me.
They couldn't believe that women could learn to speak their language; they
even asked if my mother was an Arab."

The other Bright Star linguists reported that the Egyptians were impress-
ed by Arabic. BAbell said, "R common question was, "what is your religion?”
They were sure that we must be American Moslems."

On trips to the bazaars of Cairo, the lingquists found their knowledge
helpful. Prices dropped for the DLI grads as shopkeepers discovered that
they could speak Arabic, and they invited their American visitors to take
tea with them.

Nothing is completed in a hurry in Egypt. Many Americans found this out
to their dismay.

Tina Werthen tells of a time when an American officer in a meeting with
his Egyptian counterpart wanted Tina to tell his host that he didn't have

time for tea.

"I had to tell the officer that the Egyptians didn't do things that way;
tea was a part of the meeting," she said.

Varied Impressions
The linguists came away with varied impressions of Egypt: the Pyramids,
“one heck of pile of rock," said Clayton. "They look like giant steps; 1
really don't see what holds it all together."

"I went to see the King Tut treasures and never had to stand in line,"
said Tina Werthen. "I spent half a day there."”
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A six-lane highway in Cairo, Clayton said, might have "eight lanes of
traffic moving on it; right in the middle would be a donkey cart or a herd
of sheep.”

Tina Werthen said that DLI "does give you a basis for becoming fluent in
a language... I think I could be dropped off anywhere in Egypt and get along
in the language.”

"I know that if I lived in Egypt for six months after attending school
here, I could be totally fluent in Arabic," Abell said. "I knew that I had
learned my lanquage when I was asked by an Egyptian if I had never been to
Israel or Lebanon, because I had learned the Syrian dialect hLere."

Clayton said his return to DLI is an opportunity to perfect his language

skills. "I think I'll be going back to Eaqypt and I want to be better at my
job."
