Recoilless Rifles
Antitank guns must satisfy two basic requirements: they must

have sufficient destructive effect on armor (with required accuracy
of fire and effective range), and they must be light and mobile so

their (firing) positions can be quickly changed even in broken ter-
rain.

At the present time, besides antitank grenade launchers that
are designated for combat with tanks at shorter ranges, there are
recoilless rifles assigned to motorized rifle and airborne units,
with the possibility of conducting effective fire at ranges from
700 to 1200 m. '

A recoilless rifle has a breech resembling a (reactive) jet.
At the time of discharge, a portion of burnt powder gases whose
energy equilizes recoil, flows through that jet, so the weapon re-
mains in its original position. This is the main constructional
difference between a conventional gun and a recoilless rifle.

A conventional gun has its recoil buffered by a recoil mech-
anism, as well as by a muzzle brake. The use of the recoilless
principle permits decreasing the weighc of the gun to one~-third of
that of a conventional gun. Under combat conditions, a recoilless
rifle can be moved (from place to place) at shorter distances by
the crew. For towing at longer distances, a light terrain vehicle
will do the job. In many cases, these rifles are mounted on ar-
mored personnel carriers and can be fired from that position.

They are especially useful in airborne operations because they can
be easily transported by helicopter and drbpped by parachute.

The recoilless rifle does not have a semiautomatic breech,
which decreases the rate of fire.

The ammunition for a recoilless rifle consists of a casing
with the bottom made out of plastic, which, after discharge, burns
and allows the flow of gun powder gases through the outflow jet.
Various constructional adaptations of breeches and various types
of gas regulators regulating the flow of gases are being utilized
in contemporary recoilless rifles, depending on the types of am-
munition used. The projectile itself, at first glance, resembles
a mortar round. The body has the same shape and there are (also)
stabilizing fins; however, instead of a high-explosive charge it
has a cumulative charge. The larger the caliber and the larger the
detonating speed of the explosives, the bigger the explosive effect
of the projectile. The cumulative effect is increased by inserting
a metal cup into the cone of the explosives. Stabilization rota-
tion lowers the armor-piercing effect by 50 percent. The modern
(arrow-type) projectiles, equipped with spreading stabilizing fins,
can pierce armor up to 500mm thick.

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Recoilless rifles have certain disadvantages, however. They
require ammunition with increased propellant charges because only
a portion of the gases is used to give the projectile its muzzle
velocity. The next tactical disadvantage is the effect on camou-
flage during firing. . A stream of escaping gases and the muzzle .
flash raise a cloud of dust, sand, or snow, which reveals the fir-—-
ing position. Therefore, as a rule, these guns -are equipped with -
a zeroing-in, small caliber weapon which ‘increases the probability
of hitting the target with the first round. This weapon is-also
coaxial with the main gun and its projectiles -have the same ballis-
tic characteristics as the recoilless gun projectiles. As zeroing-
in weapons, 82 and 106mm recoilless guns have 12.7mm machineguns.

There is a danger area behlnd the jet of. the rec01lless rlfle
which is hazardous because of outflowing gasés. For medium
caliber rifles this area is up to 20 m wide and up to 50 m long.
The firing itself is very noisy, therefore the crew has to be.
equipped with special antinoise helmets.

All of these disadvantages are compensated by (high) mobil- -
ity, reliability, high effectiveness, simplicity of construction,

and a low production outlay.

Recoilless rifles suitably supplement antitank weapons of
ground forces.
