APPROXIMATE NUMERICAL STRENGTH OF THE ARTILLERY REGIMENT

As a rule, divisional artillery of the motorized rifle and
tank divisions consists of one artillery regiment with a numerical
strength of 1,250 to 1,300 personnel. The command and control ele-
ment in the field is the main command post, to which, besides the
regimental commander, belong the staff, headquarters platocn, com-
munications platoon, and supply and service platoon. As a rule,
the staff consists of the Chief of Staff, who is also the deputy
regimental commander, personnel officers, reconnaissance officers,
an operations officer, and rear echelon and communications offlcers.
The chemical officer lS also:a member of the staff.

Under combat conditions, the basic responsibility of the staff
is the preparation of the basis for the commander's decision, prep-
aration of combat orders and directives, and their delivery to the
units; organization of a continuous command of the troopé, organi-
zation and implementation of combat operations;  and so oOn.

The regimental command post has approximately 60 to 65 per-
sonnel.

Usually the artillery regiment has the following composition:
headquarters and headquarters battery--75 personnel, 14 of whom
are officers; two 122mm towed howitzer battalions--480 personnel,
of whom 38 are officers; one 152mm self-propelled howitzer battal-
ion--230 personnel, of whom 21 are officers; one rocket battalion~-
255 personnel, of whom 25 are oificers; one target acquisition
battery--102 personnel, of whom 18 are officers; one transportation
company~-60 personnel, of whom nine are officers; one maintenance
company--40 personnel, of whom six are officers; a medical company--
20 personnel, of whom two are officerse. Altogether there are 1,262
personnel, of whom 133 are officers.

One of the special artillery units is the target acguisition
battery. Its most important component is the flash-ranging platoon,
which has three observation squads. The observation sguad consists
of a squad leader, senior observer, and an observer, who from an
observation post monitor the battlefield, the enemy, and friendly
forces. The gained information is computed by a computation spe-
cialist either directly at the observation post, or at a flash-
ranging plotting center. Units are commanded and artillery fires
controlled according to the gained information. Of course, it is
possible to control artillery operations directly from the obser-
vation post, especially the operations of smaller units.
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The next important unit in a target acquisition battery is the
sound~ranging platoon. Sound-ranging is based on detection and ex-
ploitation of the sound waves originating from gunfire (artillery
pieces and mortars) and shell explosions. Sound-ranging operations
do not depend on good visibility. They are carried out with special
microphones at so-called listening posts. Two listening posts form
a sound-ranging base.

Strength-Personnel

Earlier you mentioned how you had been called up to ac-
tive military service when you were 18 years o01ld; then
recalled when you were 31 ‘years old. Let's talk about
manpower procurement in depth. When was the currxent man-
power procurement system established? ‘

Let's see...the current law on basic military service was
enacted in 1967 and provides for the mandatory conscription
of all 18-year-old males semiannually.

What else is governed by the 1967 law?

This law also governs the system of drafting young men
into the armed forces, or their deferment. On completion
of conscript duty, men remain in the reserves until age
60. Women-graduates of nursing schools are also subject
to call-up when needed."

You also stated that, upon completion of conscript duty,
you were given the opportunity to go to schoocl; and when
you were recalled you were then promoted to an officer
rank. How else can one become an officer?

Of ficers enter the armed forces from several sources. By
far, the largest number are commlsSLOned upon graduation
from officer schools. Others partxc;pate in military
training programs (similar to ROTC) in institutions of
higher education. Enlisted men, NCOs, and warrant offi-
cers are eligible to compete for the Officer Corps by
passing an examination for admission to an officer train-
ing school.

Who determines the personnel regquirement for each semi-
annual call-up period? ’

The Ministry of Defense assigns guotas based on the number
of draft-age males residing in each of the military dis-

_tricts. Subordinate to the military district is a system

of draft boards. These draft boards perform administra-
tive functions, as well as serv;ng as medical examining
boards. for the inductees.

S The county military board is the center for registration
' and draft processing. '

S: Each young man receives a booklet as proof of registra-
tion. He must report changes in residence, family
situation, educational status, or the acquisition of
additional skills to the military board, so the new data
may be entered into the registration booklet. Also he is
given a reporting date; then, shortly before he is sched-
uled for conscription, each individual goes in for a
final interview and physical examination.

S: At that time, the draft commission recommends that the
young men either be drafted, deferred for one year because
of temporary unfitness for active military service due to
illness, exempted from military service if unfit, or
granted a deferment for family reasons, or for continua-
tion of education-.
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When are draft-age young men called to active duty?

Each year, during April and October, the draft boards
call to active duty male youths who have reached their
18th birthdays. Also, older men up to age 27 whose peri-
ods of deferment have expired are called-up.

Who assigns the inductees to the various services?

Inductees are assigned to the various branches, arms, and
services, by the draft boards. Assigments are made on
the basis of inductee abilities, occupational specialties,
or specialties learned in training courses conducted by
SVAZARM.

-

Who determines the amount of personnel to be assigned to
the various services?

The Ministry of Defense, which assigns guotas to the
military districts, who, in turn, direct the regional and
County military boards to fill the quotas as per draft-
age population in each region or county.

What is the criteria for granting deferments used by the
military boards?

The law on basic military service specifies the criteria
for granting the three general categories of deferment.

What are the categories you are referring to?

There are three categories of deferment: family reasons,
continuation of education, and physical reasons. An in-
dividual who must remain at home to support or care for
his family may qualify for a deferment due to family cir-
cumstances. The military boards may defer draftees up
to 27 years of age on these bases.

MULTIPLE ROCKET LAUNCHER

A rocket launcher is an artillery weapon designated (designed)
for destruction of the opponent's personnel and equipment in as-
sembly areas, for silencing of his rocket, artillery, antiaircaft
and mortar batteries, destruction of field fortifications, and
SO on.

A rocket launcher is superior in its versatility (it can be
used against the most diverse targets) and its high maneuverability.
It can be loaded ahead of (firing) time; after movement, it can be
guickly employed in an unprepared firing position, and can be fired
almost immediately. It is superior also in its cross-country (off-
road) capability. It can easily negotiate steep slopes and water
obstacles up to 1.5 m deep, without any (special) preparation. its
rate of fire considerably exceeds that of conventional artillery.
For example, the 122mm howitzer can fire six rounds a minute, while
a rocket launcher can fire a salvo (i.e., 40 rockets) in 20 seconds
(with 0.4-0.5 seconds between rounds).

Rockets are fired either from the rocket launcher cab, or with
the aid of a portable firing mechanism, which can be located as far
as 60 m from the vehicle.

A rocket launcher consists of three main parts:

- three-(2 spaces) or four-axle off-road vehicle chassis;
- the multiple rocket launcher itself;
- reloading (rocket pack) mechanism.

The main parts of the multiple rocket launcher are:

- launch tubes, (40: four banks of 10 rockets each);

- carriage (upper and lower), with elevating and traversing
mechanisms and equilibrators;

- carriage carrier;

- firing mechanism;

- reload rack:;

- sight; ]

- safety (securing mechanism).

Launch tubes are connected into a launcher (tube frame) and
serve the purpose of guiding the rockets into needed trajectory and
giving them rotation. The lanch tubes can be fired in a salvo, or
each rocket can be fired independently.

The upper and lower carriage serve the purpose of aiming the
rocket launcher. The primary (type of) aiming mechanism is elec-
trical auxiliary (type of) aiming and is done by hand. The safety
mechafiism for securing the rocket launcher on the march (in the
marching position) is in the lower carriage.
