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Social Stratification in Korean Society
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Korea is technically an egalitarian, classless society, but, in reality, there is a subtle
stratification within society. At the top is the governing class that includes the top
politicians, civil servants, commercial leaders, and senior military officers. Next is the
professional class that consists of politicians, administrators, doctors, teachers,
military officers, lawyers, etc. Then, there is the commercial class, which includes
managers, salaried employees, and business proprietors. Skilled workers and laborers
make up the next class. Class boundaries are not distinct and there is a considerable
overlap between the professional and commercial classes. Both upward and
downward mobility within the classes has always been possible.
