Korean military units have provided extensive assistance to the civilian sector whenever needed.  One of the most common forms of assistance is helping farmers in planting and harvesting rice.  For example, in 1987, 561,000 military personnel helped plant the crop and 392,000 military personnel helped in the harvest.  Moreover, for such natural disasters as typhoons and floods, and for huge man-made calamities, millions of personnel from active units and the Homeland Reserve Force have provided assistance.
