First Aid

When you come across a patient who has had an accident or is suffering from a
sudden injury, you need to give him immediate (but temporary) treatment, until he can
see a medical doctor. This treatment is called first aid and it has been said that first
aid, when done properly, can resuscitate almost 40 percent of people who experience
heart failure.

When you have to administer first aid to a patient, it is important to...

1) not panic and act with composure

2) have confidence in what you do

3) make the patient trust you

4) take safety precautions to ensure you’re not infected by the patient’s illness
5) call 119 when necessary

Asking for Help by Shouting

Sometimes, it is necessary to ask for help from people who are nearby by shouting to
them. The most common Korean expression for asking for help in an emergency
situation, such as a drowning, is “AF$F%F# 17 This translates to the English phrase,
“Help me!” However, some people doubt the effectiveness of this method, as
reluctant or passive onlookers seldom come to the rescue of people in need or trouble.
Instead, it is recommended that you shout “Z=-©] ©F!” (Fire!), as most people
instinctively respond out of genuine concern or even to just observe the scene.

Checking Whether a Patient is Conscious or Not and Asking for Help

When a patient who has collapsed is found, you should try to give him a light pat or
shake while saying, “3 & S 4] 8.2 (Are you all right?) or “7J Al X} 2] 4] 8. (Wake
up!), in order to make sure the patient hasn’t lost consciousness. In the case of a
patient who has had an accident, it is possible he may have injured his neck, so you
should not shake him too hard. If the patient is unconscious, call 119 or 112
immediately and let them know the location of the patient, your phone number, the
description of the accident/or symptom(s), the first aid given to or needed for the
patient, and the number of people needed for the rescue. Then, return to the patient
and check whether you can feel his pulse and see if he is breathing. If you have to
apply chest compressions, you must lay him face up first.

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Preparing Yourself for an Emergency in Korean Cities

Most cities in Korea have developed throughout the years, without much advanced
planning. The result is that the roads in most cities do not crisscross one another at a
right angle, as in the USA. Thus, many of the back streets are heavily crowded with
vehicles and pedestrians. The chronic traffic congestion, resulting from inefficient
road planning and the rapid increase in cars on the road, makes it very difficult for
any emergency vehicle to get to the scene of an accident in a timely manner. In
addition, since many of the apartments in the big cities of Korea are high-rises,
usually higher than 15 stories, the current equipment available in fire stations is often
insufficient for this degree of rescue.

Due to these reasons, it is highly advisable for you to learn the basic skills of first-aid,
as well as have your own fire extinguisher and first-aid kit readily available in your
apartment. Consequently, you may be able to save your own life or the life of others
dear to you, without having to rely solely on slow rescue vehicles.
