In Korea, the concept of the “family doctor” has not been firmly established in
society. One of the reasons for this is that most Koreans still adhere to the idea of
going to a “™d 2]” (a doctor with a legendary reputation for curing disease). They
don’t trust doctors in the neighborhood and they even visit prestigious general
hospitals and university medical centers when they have a simple cold. Most people
don’t mind paying the extra expenses for violating the rule of the medical system, in
which patients are first required to consult a doctor at the clinic level. As a result,
hospitals are overcrowded all the time, making it very difficult for a more seriously ill
patient to get timely treatment. Still, these people do not mind having to wait for two
or three hours to consult the tired and overworked ™8 €], for usually less than 5
minutes. Thus, many Koreans waste time and money and, in the process, cause an
exasperating burden on the people who really need the care of those ™ 2] s.

The Ideal of Harmonious Distribution of Yin and Yang in the Korean Diet

One of the typical Oriental views of the universe can be found in the idea of Yin and
Yang, which are the forces that compose the universe. This belief in harmony
between Yin and Yang has been reflected in the philosophy of the traditional Korean
cuisine. So, when a person’s diet is imbalanced in terms of Yin and Yang, he is in
danger of losing his health. Based on this idea, we can find many examples of the
harmonious combination of ingredients in Korean cuisine: pork and pickled shrimp
(M -$-#A1), persimmon and cinnamon, beef and sesame oil, etc. Modern science is now
discovering evidence proving the wisdom of this philosophy behind the traditional
Korean diet.
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Korean Medicine

In traditional Korean medicine, preventing diseases has been just as important as
curing them. In many cases, diseases have been attributed to the imbalance of Yin
and Yang, which could be prevented by following a healthy diet and exercising
frequently. Or, as some believe, by taking a tonic called “}.2F”, which is carefully
prescribed according to a person’s physical and mental condition. Some of the most
common conditions that are considered to be precursors of more serious illnesses are:
7F 7} #+=1) (to have a lot of phlegm in the throat), 2] %¢] @t} (to have a
cold sweat), & 7] 7} 51 =74 21t} (to feel hungry soon after meals), and ‘&% ©]
71T} (to sweat in the groin or under the testicles). These symptoms are not treated
as diseases themselves, but are understood to be a warning from your body about a
dangerous condition you will most likely get. The wisdom of traditional Korean
medicine is that doctors intervene immediately to prevent diseases, instead of trying
to cure them after a person has become ill. However, there are some Koreans today
that show somewhat excessive adherence to .2} and are willing to pay any amount
of money for it, forgoing the importance of a healthy diet and frequent exercise.
